Cybersecurity refers to the use of network Architecture, software, and other technologies to protect
organizations and individuals from cyber-attacks. The objective of cyber security is to prevent or
mitigate harm to or destruction of computer networks, applications, devices, and data.

A data breach can have a variety of devastating consequences for any business. It can
unravel a company's reputation through the loss of consumer and partner trust. The loss of critical

data, like source files or property, can cost a corporation its competitive advantage. Going further a knowledge breach
can impact corporate revenues thanks to non-compliance with data protection regulations. It's estimated that, on
average, a knowledge breach costs an affected organization $ 8.64 million. With high-profile data breaches making
media headlines, it's essential that organizations adopt and implement a robust cybersecurity approach.

Here are common types of Cyber Security

- Network security shields network traffic by controlling incoming and outgoing connections to prevent
threats. from entering or spreading onto the network.

- Data Loss Prevention (DLP) protects data by focusing on the location, classification and monitoring
of the vital information that transacts on the motion.

- Cloud Security entails protecting data used in cloud-based services and applications.

- Identity and Access Management (IAM) using authentication services to limit and track employee
access to guard internal systems from malicious threats.

- Encryption is the process of encoding data to render it unintelligible and is typically used to prevent
theftin transit. This feature helps packets to be transferred safely without any worries.

- Antivirus/anti-malware solutions scan computer systems for known threats. Modern solutions are
able to detect previously unknown threats supporting their behaviour.

- Wireless Security is the prevention of unauthorized access or damage to computers or data using
wireless networks, which include Wi-Fi networks. The most common type is Wi-Fi security, which
includes wired equivalent privacy (WEP) and Wi-Fi Protected Access (WPA).

- Gateway-level perimeter (also called perimeter security) is a network security paradigm that involves
various solutions that filter unwanted software/malware at the point of entry in the network.

Security breaches and threats can affect nearly any system including:

Communication - Phone calls, email, text messages and messaging apps can all be used for cyber-attacks.

Finance - naturally, financial institutions are a primary target for attackers, and any organization processing

or dealing with bank or credit card information is at risk.

Governments - Government institutions are commonly targeted by cybercriminals, who may be after private

citizen information or confidential public data.

Transportation - Connected cars, traffic control systems and smart road infrastructure are all atrisk of cyber
threats.

Health Care - Anything from medical records at a local clinic to critical systems at a national hospital are
vulnerable to attack.
Education Educational institutions, their confidential research data, and the information they hold about students or
staff are atrisk.

Introduction
Srilanka's economic crisis which began 3 years ago has resulted in great hardship for the
people and has posed the greatest challenge to the Government. Lanka is currently experiencing an

throughout the country.

The Srilankan Government requested its citizens abroad to send some cash back home. Trouble is brewing
on the island paradise. There is no food available. Srilanka's have fallen into poverty by atleast 5,00,000 in the last few
months. No fuels, no medicines and critical surgeries are being cancelled. Some experts say that the Economic Crisis
has caused more deaths in Sri Lanka than COVID. The absence of power and the inability to obtain safe drinking
water has resulted in significant difficulties in the provision of emergency services. All the 'Safety Net' programmes
have beeninterrupted.

Therefore, it can be observed that the current situation in Sri Lanka is much more than just an economic crisis.
We should rather refer toit as a'HUMNITARIAN CRISIS'.

TIMELINE OF EVENTS:

The ongoing problems in Sri Lanka have bubbled up after years of economic mismanagement. Cited below is
atimeline brief of such occurrences -

2009: A decade-long civil war turned the Government's focus towards Domestic Production which however
imposed stress on local production and sales, instead of exports which led to the increased reliance on Foreign
goods.

2019: Unprompted cuts were introduced on Income Tax, leading to significant losses in Government
revenue, draining an already cash-strapped country.

2020: The COVID-19 pandemic hit the world causing border closure globally and stifling one of Srilanka's
most lucrative industries. Before the pandemic, in 2018, tourism contributed nearly 5% of the country's GDP and
generated over 3,88,000 jobs. In 2020, tourism's share of GDP dropped to 0.8% with over 40,000 jobs lost to that
point.

2021: The Srilankan Government introduced a ban on foreign-made chemical fertilizers. However, the only
local, organic fertilizers available to farmers, a massive crop failure occurred and Srilankan were subsequently
formed to rely even more heavily onimports, further depleting reserves.

April 2022: In early April this year, massive protests calling for President Gotabaya Rajapaksa's resignation,
sparked in Srilanka's capital city, Colombo.

May 2022: Pro-Govt. supported brutally attacked protestors. Ranil Wickremesinghe became the PM. June
2022; Afour-day workweek to allow citizens, an extra day to grow food, as prices continue to shoot up. food
inflation increased by over 57% in May.

OTHER COUNTRIES FACING ECONOMIC CRISIS

Just Like Srilanka, countries like Lebanon, Russia, Suriname and Zambia are already in default, Belarusis on
the brink and at least another dozen are in the 'DANGER ZONE' as rising borrowing costs, inflation and debt all stroke
fears of economic collapse.

Totting up the cost is eyewatering. Using 1000 basis point bond spreads as a pain threshold, analysts
calculate that $ 400 billion of debt is in play. Argentina has by far the most of over $ 150 billion, and the next in line
are Ecuador and Egypt with $ 40 billion $ 45 billion.

CAUSES OF THE SRI-LANKAN CRISIS

I) Tax Reductions & Money Creation: In accordance with current government election
promises, they intend to cut taxes if they are related and ensure that people will pay less taxes.
Due to this decision of
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tax cuts, the Government's revenue and fixed policies have suffered, resulting in soaring budget deficits. (Taxpayers
reduced by 33.5%; VAT-8%, Corporate Tax from 28% to 24%, eliminating payi.e. Pay as you earn tax.)

Il) The External Debt : Srilanka's external debt has doubled from 2010 and 2020. Foreign debt was
approximately 4% of its GDP in 2019, however, it has gone up to 119% of its GDP in 2021. Srilanka is expecting to
repay, its debtors US Dollars 4 billion towards the end of 2022, while the Government reserves amounted to US
Dollars 2.3 Billion as of April 2022.

lll) The Agriculture Crises : Yet another blunder made by the Srilankan Government is that they announced
the permit for organic farming, beaming and inorganic fertilizers and agrochemical fertilizers. People thought it was for
saving funds and not for health which proved to be true, but affected the culture production. Theimmense dropin tea
productionis its result.

IV) The Srilankan Tourism : This industry in Srilanka was negatively affected by the Easter Bombings of
2019 and the COVID pandemic that followed. Tourists completely ceased to arrive, resulting in the tourism downfall.
Lankan. Tourism contributes 13% of the country's GDP. It managed upto only 1,73,000 tourists in 2021 which was 2.3
millionin 2018.

V) Effect on Tea Exports Due Russia Ukraine War : Due to the Russia Ukraine war, Srilanka has suffered.
further economic hardship, as Russia is the 2nd Biggest market for Srilanka's tea exports. Additionally, Sri Lanka's
tourism industry is heavily dependent on these two nations.

Impact of Economic Crisis on Srilanka : Due to the rising price of basic commodities, shortages of
essential goods, as well as rolling blackouts, The president has been forced to declare a National Emergency.

Since, the last several years, Srilanka has suffered from historically low government revenues, poorly timed
tax-cuts as well as the COVID-19 outbreak which has adversely affected the country's lucrative tourism industry.

Following are the points displaying the impact of the crisis on the Srilankan economy:-

ii) Soaring Inflation.

i) Lag in Educational Proceedings.

iv) Collapse of the medical sector.

v) Hinderame in Tourism and Export etc.

PRECAUTIONS TO BE TAKEN BY INDIATO AVOID SUCH SITUATION

India, as a country, is also dealing with a set of unique economic problems that need to be dealt with with
immense care to avoid a future crisis. Firstly, India has a reserve oil storage of 74 days but needs improvement by
keeping in mind the ongoing fuel crisis around the world. Secondly, India seems to be on the brink of a power crisis due
to the ongoing coal shortage. Thirdly, the Indian rupee depreciated 5.9% in 2022 resulting in a decrease of Forex
Reserves. Fourth, Indian inflation soared to 7.79 per cent in 2022 April. It needs to be avoided at all costs, Lastly,
Industrial. Production should be increased in time with the Government's plan to produce goods worth $1 Trillion by
2025, and at the same time, exports should be increased to earn sufficient Forex Reserves to deal with 'Debt
Liabilities' and the ever-increasing cost of imports due to unstable global atmosphere around fuel and food.

Conclusion:-

The Srilankan Government is hopeful thatin future the situation can improve as IMF i.e. International
Monetary Fund has allowed a certain amount of help. In addition to this, India has helped the island nation

by providing 40,000 tonnes ofrice. So, the situation will change, but they will have to wait.
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THE START-UP INDIA SCHEME Astha Sahu

Introduction:- The Start-up India scheme was announced by the Honourable Prime Minister
of India on 15th August 2015. The flagship initiative aims to build a strong ecosystem for nurturing
innovation and startups in the country that will drive sustainable economic growth and generate

.| large-scale employment opportunities. Further to this, an action plan for Startup India was unveiled

by the prime minister of India on 16th January 2016. The action plan comprises 19 action items.
Spanning across areas such as "Simplification and handholding”, "Funding support and incentives" and "Industry-
academia partnership and incubation."

The government of India has made fast-paced efforts towards making the vision of the Startup India initiative
areality. Substantial progress has been made under the Startup India initiative, which has stirred entrepreneurial spirit
across the country.

The Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT) is mandated to coordinate the
Implementation of the Startup India initiative with other government departments. Apart from DPIIT, the initiatives
under Startup India are driven primarily by five Government Department Viz. Department of Science and Technology.
(DST), Department of Biotechnology (DBT), Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), Ministry of Labour
and Employment and ministry of corporate affairs (MCA) and NITI Aayog.

"Definition of "Startup”

Any country which falls into the below list of categories will be called a "Startup" and eligible to be recognised
by the DPIIT to avail of the benefits from the Government of India.

Age of the Company - The Date of Incorporation should not exceed 10 years.

Type of Company : Should have been incorporated as a private limited company or registered partnership
from or a limited liability partnership.

Annual Turnover : Should not exceed Rs. 100 crore for any of the financial years since its incorporation.

Original Entity : The company or entity should have been formed originally by the promoters and should not
have been formed by splitting up or reconstructing an existing business.

Innovative and scalable - Should have a plan for the development or improvement of a product, process or
service and/or have a scalable business model with high potential for the creation of wealth and employment.

Objectives of "Startup” : The Primary objective of Startup India is the promotion of startups, generation of
employment, and wealth creation. These programmes are managed by the Department for Industrial Policy and
Promotion (DPIIT).

Startup Registration India :- A startup is a newly established business, usually small, started by 1 or a
group of individuals. What differentiates it from other new businesses is that a startup offers a new product or service
thatis not being given elsewhere in the same way. The key is innovation. The business either develops a new product
or service or redevelops a current product/service into something better.

Steps to Register your Startup with Startup India:-

Step 1 Incorporate your Business:

You must first incorporate your business as a private limited company a partnership firm or a limited. liability
partnership you have a follow all the normal procedures for registration of any business like submitting the

registration application and obtaining the certificate of Incorporation/partnership registration.
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Step 2: Register with Startup India : The business must be registered as a startup. The entire process is
simple and online. Visit the Startup, India website click on the 'Register button, and fill in the mandatory information.
After entering these details, the Startup india profile is created.

Step 3 : Get DPIIT Recognition : The next step after creating the profile on the Startup India website is to
avail of the Department of Promotion on Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT) Recognition.

Step 4 : Recognition Application: On the 'Startup Recognition Form', you need to fill in the details such as
the entity details full address (office), authorised representative details, directors/partners details information
required, startup activities and self-certification. Click on the plus sign on the right-hand side of the form and enter
each. section of the form.

Step 5: Documents for Registration

Incorporation/Registration Certificate of your startup.

Proofof funding, if any

Authorisation letter of the authorised representative of the company, LLP or partnership firm.

Proof of concept like pitch deck/website link.

Patent and trademark details if any.

List of awards or certificates of recognition if any.

PAN Number.

Step 6 : Recognition Numbers : That's it 1 on applying you will get a recognition number for your startup.
The certificate of recognition will be issued after the examination of all your documents which is usually done within 2
days after submitting the details online.

Step 7: Other Areas: Patents, trademarks and/or design registration. If you need a patent for yourinnovation
or a trademark for your business, you can easily approach any from the list of facilitators issued by the Government
you will need to bear only the statutory fees thus getting an 80% reduction in fees.

Funding : One of the key challenges faced by many startups has been accessing finance. Due to a lack of
experience, security or existing cash flows, entrepreneurs fail to attract investors besides, the high-risk nature of
startups, as a significant percentage fail to take off, puts in many investors..

To provide funding support, the Government has set up a fund with an initial corpus of INR 2,500 crore and a
total corpus of INR 10000 crore over 4 years (i.e. INR 2,500 crore per year). The fund is like a fund of funds, which
means that it will notinvest directly into startups, but shall participate in the capital of SEBI-registered venture funds.

Marriage is a culturally and often legally recognized union between mature people. There must be a certain
maturity level when people should think about getting married. Before that, they can't talk right decision for marriage.
At the time of marriage boys and girls must be so mature that they can understand each other's value and their
struggles for their careers.

Recently, a proposal on 21st Dec. 2021 has been taken in a parliamentary session by Lok Sabha, which was
further justified by the Union Cabinet for bringing uniformity in the marriage age of men and women is certainly a
progressive step towards equality and women empowerment.

Raising the age of marriage for women will protect women against early and child marriage. This will bridge
gender parity and eliminate the difference between the marriageable age of women and men which is presently 18
years for women and 21 years for men. When the age for voting or entering into a contract is the same for men and
women then why there is a difference between the marriageable age of men and women? This has no justifiable logic
and so it calls for the same marriageable age for men and women.

Raising the age of marriage for women also promotes enrollment of female students in higher education
because now girls will get more time for their studies and careers before their marriage. They will become financially
self-dependent and in future, this will improve the social, economic and political status of females.

The reason behind fixing the minimum age of marriage is that it outlaws child marriages and prevents the
abuse of minors. It exposes women to early pregnancy which is associated with increased child mortality rates and
affects the health of the mother. Many time marriages at an early age don't work and results in divorce.

The Hindu Marriage Act, of 1955 sets 21 years as the minimum age for the groom and 18 years as the
minimum age for the bride for Hindus. However, in Islam as per the personal laws the marriage of a minor who has
attained puberty is considered valid.

The Special Act, of 1954 and the Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, of 2006 also prescribe 21 and 18 years as
the minimum age of marriage for men and women respectively.

India is continuously striving for gender equality and the elimination of all forms of discrimination against
women. Since, 1998, it has had national legislation exclusively on human rights protections which is drafted in
consonance with international instruments such as the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR), 1948. The
government of India is tirelessly working to improve the socio-economic status of women and has launched various
schemes for health empowerment, social empowerment, financial empowerment, girl-child empowerment and safety
for women to attain gender equality.

Inequality is a marriageable age for women and men can't be justified by social, biological or any other
research basis and raising the age of marriage for women helps in the empowerment of women in every field. Every
situation, case and even person is neutral. It has both pros and cons in it. Like as this Act has its pros and cons.

These are the pros enlisted from the survey :

1. At present, many girls are forced to drop of studies for marriage as 21 will allow them to contribute
to their studies. Thereby, many more women will go for higher education.

2. Teenage pregnhancies increase the risk of high blood pressure, anaemia and several other
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health problems, It can also lead to the death of the mother due to pregnancy complications. So, raising the age of
marriage for girls can reduce the change of maternal mortality.

3. Early marriages result in several mental health issues in many girls. So, this move can eliminate this
problem,

4. This move can be stated as a step towards gender neutrality because it will make the minimum legal age for
marriage the same for both girls and boys.

5. As several girls are getting married at 18 years old, they do not have financial independence. This is
resulting in dependence on their husbands for survival. The dependence will force thern to stay in a relationship even
if it is abusive. So, raising the minimum legal age for marriage can empower women and help them achieve financial
independence before marriage.

These are the cons enlisted below from the survey :-

1. At present, child marriage is happening throughout India even after having, "The Prohibition of Child
Marriage Act, of 2006. As per the National Family Health Survey (2019-21), 1/4th of the women aged 20-24 years
were married before attaining the age of 18 years. After the pandemic, the number of child marriages increased
significantly. So, the problem lies in the implementation. Hence, the law alone cannot bring a change in society without
properimplementation. Root causes should be addressed before bringing a law.

2. Several girls are being forced into marriage due to the patriarchal mindset of their families. Until now, many
girls of such families have rebelled against such forced marriages and married the person of their choice after turning
18 years old. Old with the help of legal support. But now, they have to attain 21 years. This will be misused by
patriarchal families to threaten and control them.

The age of 18 years is considered a legal adult in India. They have voting rights too. But not giving then the
right to marry the partner of their choice may work against their rights. In 2018, the Law Commission recommended
lowering the minimum legal age of men from 21 to 18 years and suggested keeping both genders' minimum legal age
for marriage as 18 years.

4. As per the government data of 2017, the average age of marriage for women in increased to 22,1 years. So,
the change is voluntary. The change was mainly due to improving education among women. In general, women of
urban areas have an advantage over women of rural areas. So, the solution lies in encouraging education for girls,
conducting awareness programs on the importance of education, financial independence and the consequences of
teenage. pregnancies should be conducted instead of passing a law to bring a real change in society. In general girls
of poor families are forced into child marriages. So, providing financial support for girls to continue their studies can
voluntarily raise the legal age of marriage.

According to the National Family Health Survey (NF HS-5) 2019-21, women in the age group of 20-24 years
who were married before they turned 18, are 14.7% in Urban and 27% in rural areas. Women aged 15-19 years who
were already mothers or pregnant at the time of the survey were 3.8% (urban)and 7.9% (rural).

In the 19th century, the marriageable age for women used to be 10 years and 15 years from 1949 onwards.
However, in 1978, an amendment was passed under the Child Marriage Restraint Act (CMRA) to increase the
marriage age for girls to 18. And, in 2006, the Government of India enacted the Prevention of Child Marriage Act
(PCMA) that replaced CMRA with a motto of the abolishment of child marriage. While it has been 44 years since the
Anti-child Marriage Act, the primitive practice continues in several parts of the country.

Now, to bring women on equal footing with men, PM Narendra Modi-led NDA government has decided to raise the
legal age of marriage of women to 21 from 18 years. According to PM Modi, increasing the legal age of marriage will
empower girls and will help in building their careers.

Raising the minimum legal age for marriage for girls is a good move. But a mere law cannot bring
change in society. Widespread awareness programs on the importance of girls' education, and raising the
legal age of marriage should be conducted. The government should increase its spending on education
and healthcare. Moreover, the girls' right to the life of their choice after becoming legal adults at 18
years should be protected.

India is a diverse society and the Indian economy is more complex than any other country in
the world. It has posed serious challenges to development in the last 75 years but things are
undoubtedly. not as they were. The big mistake has been choosing trickle-down policies, which have
not reached a significant number of people living in extreme poverty. The policies of development

have been made at the cost of labour and environment, it has narrowed the base of development and
has created political, social and economic instability in society.

Inthe last 75 years, India has achieved various achievements but a lot more remains to be done to become a
developed society. The pandemic has exposed India's deficiencies in stark terms. The uncivilized condition of living of
a vast majority of the citizens became apparent. According to a report, 90% of the workers said during the lockdown
that they did not have enough savings to buy essentials, this led to a mass migration of millions of workers, from cities
to villages, in the hope of food and survival, it shows the harsh reality of indian metropolitan cities and extreme
inequality income.

Pharmaceuticals and some service-providing companies have done well despite the pandemic. So, a part of
the economy is doing well despite adversity but the income of at least 60% of people at the bottom of the income
ladder. has declined, and the great division between the unorganized and organized parts of the economy is growing.
The backdrop of this development s briefly presented below.

Indian Economy Structure
At the time of independence, India's socio-parameters were similar to those in countries of the south, East Asia and
China. The levels of poverty, illiteracy, and inadequacy of health infrastructure were all similar.

In 1950, agriculture was the dominant sector with a 55% share of GDP which is now only 14%. The share of the
service sector has grown rapidly and by 1980 it surpassed the share of agriculture and now it is about 55% of GDP.
The Indian economy has diversified producing from pins to spaceships

Employment & Technology-Related Issues
Aspects of inadequate employment generation are linked to automation and the investment pattern in the economy.
New technologies that are how being used in the modern sectors are labour displacing. For instance, earlier in big
infrastructure projects like the construction of roads one could see hundreds of people working but now big machines
are used along with a few workers.

Further, the organized sector gets more investment in comparison with the unorganized sector, and in India,
the unorganized sector has a vast role but is unable to grow due to less investment, which leads to unfair wages, and
exploitation. Consequently, entrants to the job market are mostly forced to join the non-agriculture unorganized
sector, which in a sense is the residual sector, where the wages are in the organized sector. The unorganized sector
wages are in check.

The Cost of Living is Higher than the Wages

To boost profits, the organized sector is increasing employment contract labour rather than permanent

employees. This is true in both the public and private sectors. So, not only the workers in the unorganized but also the

organized sector workers are not earning adequate wages, they are unable to save little money from their wages, their
wages are completely spent on necessary food, it's not so high- quality food, their lifestyle is in worse condition,
they are unable to provide proper education to their child, cannot afford proper health facilities, and their
generation would be suffered from poverty. Some survey shows the Indian majority of the population has
low purchasing power and most families face financial crises due to lower budgets and inflationary
prices.
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The Delhi socio-economic survey of 2018 pointed to the low purchasing power of the majority of Indians. It
showed that in Delhi, 90% of households spend less than Rs. 25000 per month, and 98% spend less than Rs. 50000
per month. Since Delhi's per capita income is 2.3 times the all-India average, deflating the Delhi figure by this factor
will approximately yield the figures. 50 98% of the families would have spent less than Rs.20000 per month, and 90%
less than Rs. 10000 per month. Effectively implying that 90% of families were poor in 2018, if not extremely poor.
(implied by the poverty line). During the pandemic, many of them lost incomes and were pauperized and forced to
further reduce their consumption.

Unorganized Sector Invisibilized

In the unorganized sector, workers are not organised as unions like in the organised sector, so they are
unable to take any steps regarding inappropriate wages, and work timing, cannot demand incentives and facilities,
and have to suffer inflation. In the economy, everyone faces a crisis in their lives, the economy collapsed, as
witnessed during the pandemic. In comparison to the organised sector, unorganized sector workers faced more
difficulties.

Policymakers largely ignore the unorganized sector. The sudden implementation of the lockdown which put
this sector in a deep existential crisis points to that. The micro sector has 99% of the units and 97.5% of the
employment of MSMEs and is unlike the small and medium sectors. The benefits of policies made for MSME sectors
do not accrue to the micro units.

Invisibilization of the unorganized sector in the data is at the root of the problem. Data on this sector becomes
available periodically, called the reference years. In between, it is assumed that this sector can be proxied by the
organised sector. This could be taken to be correct when there is no shock to the economy and its parameters remain.
unchanged.

The implication is that the unorganised sector's decline since 2016 is not captured in the data. Worse, the
growth of the unorganized sector because demand shifted from the latter to the former. It suited the policymakers to
continue using the faulty data since that presented a rosy picture of the economy. This also lulled them into believing
that they did not need to do anything special to check the decline of the unorganized sector.

No social security

Except for some medical treatment and age-old pension schemes with a meagre amount of benefit (around
Rs. 100 to 200 per month), there are no special social security measures available for unorganized workers in the
country. The organised sector on the other hand enjoys a lot of social security measures which establishes a question
of why it can't be done for unorganized workers.

Introduction: -
Why do we have taxes? The simple answer is that, until someone comes up with a better
idea, taxation is the only practical means of raising the revenue to finance government spending on
;7“ \ the goods and services that most of us demand. Setting up an efficient and fair tax system is,
however, far from simple, particularly for developing countries that want to become integrated into
the international economy. The ideal tax system in these countries should raise essential revenue without excessive
government borrowing and should do so without discouraging economic activity and without deviating too much from
tax systemsin other countries.

Developing countries face formidable challenges when they attempt to establish efficient tax systems. First,
most workers in these countries are typically employed in agriculture or small, informal enterprises. As they are
seldom paid a regular, fixed wage, their earnings fluctuate, and many are paid in cash, "off the books." The base for an
income tax is therefore hard to calculate. Nor do workers in these countries typically spend their earnings in large
stores that keep accurate records of sales and inventories. As a result, modern means of raising revenue, such as

income taxes and consumer taxes, play a diminished role in these economies, and the possibility that the government
will achieve high tax levels is virtually excluded.

Level of Tax Revenue : -

What level of public spending is desirable for a developing country at a given level of national income? Should
the government spend one-tenth of the national income? A third? Half? Only when this question has been answered
can the next question be addressed of where to set the ideal level of tax revenue; determining the optimal tax level is
conceptually equivalent to determining the optimal level of government spending. Unfortunately, the vast literature on
optimal tax theory provides little practical guidance on how to integrate the optimal level of tax revenue with the
optimal level of government expenditure.

Tax PolicyiniIndia: -

While direct taxes are levied on taxable income earned by individuals and corporate entities, the burden to
deposittaxes is on the assessees themselves. On the other hand, indirect taxes are levied on the sale and provision of
goods and services respectively and the burden to collect and deposit taxes is on the sellers instead of the assessees
directly.

The taxation system In India is such that the taxes are levied by the Central Government and the State
Governments. Some minor taxes are also levied by the local authorities such as the Municipality and the Local
Governments.

Over the last few years, the Central and many State Governments have undertaken various policy reforms
and process simplification towards great predictability, fairness and automation. This has consequently led to India's
meteoric rise to the top 100 in the World Bank's Ease of Doing Business (EoDB) ranking in 2019 as India jumps 79
positions from 142nd (2014) to 63rd (2019) in 'World Bank's Ease of Doing Business Ranking 2020'. The Goods &
Services Tax (GST) reform is one such reform to ease the complex multiple indirect tax regime in India.

TaxPolicy in the USA:

In The United States of America, Tax is imposed on both the federal and state level. Federal and state taxes
are completely separate and each has the authority to charge taxes, Local Government bodies like Municipalities,
Regional Municipalities, Rural Communities (RC), and Local Service Districts (LSD) impose their taxes
separately like property Tax, licensing fees etc. where Individual income taxes, Payroll taxes, and corporate
income taxes are main sources of federal tax revenue, Sales tax and Income Tax are the main sources
for State revenues while Property taxes are the main revenue source for local governments.
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There are so many taxes levied in the US, Some common and main taxes levied in the US are as follows :

- Sales Tax - Travel Tax

- Capital Gain Tax - Estate Tax
Tax Policy in the Russian Federation :

As of January 2021, tax residents pay a 13% tax rate on an annual income of up to 5 million p. Income above
this limit is subject to 15% taxes. Meanwhile, Russian-sourced income is taxed at 30% for non-residents. Self-
employed persons pay 4-6% on turnover.

Comparison of Indian Tax Policy with USA Tax Policy and Russian Federation Tax Policy:

INDIA:-

Indian taxation structure is divided into 3 tiers where tax is levied by Central Government, State Government,
and Local Authorities. The various acts through which the tax is levied in India derive their authority from the
Constitution itself where Article 265 provides that "No Tax Should be levied without the authority of Law", therefore,
following this provision which is the Law of the Land that is the "Constitution of India" every legislation passed by the
parliament. derives its power to levy taxes through Constitution itself.

USA:-

The Governments of both the local level and state are independent of each other in the United States of America. The
taxes are levied by both local and state governments which include income tax, property tax, sales tax, gifts tax, etc.
The USA has adopted a progressive taxation system under which taxes are levied on the income earned by the
individual in proportion to which they are earning although the majority of revenue is collected in the form of direct
taxes while the remaining is in the form of Indirect taxes.

RUSSIAN FEDERATION :-
